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   What is the difference between the Jehovah Witnesses Christianity, and Biblical Christianity? This essay will shed light on the differences by first explaining the truth and divinity of Jesus Christ and his resurrection. Second objective is to identifying the false prophecies of the Watchtower Organization. If God is the omnipotent than how and why would he allow false teaching, doctrine, and prophecies in his church? Third, I will also examine the different views held by the Watchtower and the Christian Church pertaining to the Trinity, and hell. Forth, objective is to underline the many differences between the Christian Bible, King James Version; and the Watch Tower Bible, the New World Translation of the Holy Scriptures. Although, both books look similar they are in fact not similar. Moreover, they are not similar because the New World Translation of the Holy Scriptures subtracts the divinity of Jesus Christ as God, the resurrection, and the Trinity therefore renouncing, and eradicating essential Christian doctrine. 
   “For what I received I passed on to you as of first importance: that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, that he was buried, that he was raised on the third day according to the Scriptures, and that he appeared to Peter, and then to the Twelve. After that, he appeared to more than five hundred of the brothers at the same time, most of whom are still living, though some have fallen asleep. Then he appeared to James, then to all the apostles, and last of all he appeared to me also, as to one abnormally born. For I am the least of the apostles and do not even deserve to be called an apostle, because I persecuted the church of God.”                                    (KJV, 1 Corinthians 15: 3-9)
    Here are some claims of the Jehovah Witnesses. “Jehovah's first creation was his 'only-begotten Son' was used by Jehovah increating all other things", (Aid to Bible Understanding, pp. 390-391.) 

   “Jesus was Michael the archangel who became a man.”                         (The Watchtower, May15, 1963, p. 307; The New World, 284.) 

   “Jesus did not rise from the dead in his physical body.”                (Awake! July 22, 1973, p4.) 

   Jesus was raised "not a human creature, but a spirit."                         (Let God be True, p.276.) 

   If Jesus was only a spirit then would Thomas be able to physically touch his wounds? If he wasn’t God then why didn’t he reprimand Thomas for addressing him as Lord? If he wasn’t God then how could he rise himself from the dead? Jesus was not created by Jehovah he’s eternal has always existed as the second person of the Trinity. Jesus was Michael the Archangel who became man?! Well that is easily refutable because there isn’t any evidence to support that in the Bible, or anywhere else for that matter. 
   “A week later his disciples were in the house again, and Thomas was with them. Though the doors were locked, Jesus came and stood among them and said, "Peace be with you!" Then he said to Thomas, "Put your finger here; see my hands. Reach out your hand and put it into my side. Stop doubting and believe." Thomas said to him, "My Lord and my God!" Then Jesus told him, "Because you have seen me, you have believed; blessed are those who have not seen and yet have believed." (KJV, John 20: 28-29)
   The Jehovah's Witnesses change the word "me" to "the one" so that it says in their Bible, "...they will look upon the one whom they have pierced..." Since the Jehovah's Witnesses deny that Jesus is God in flesh, then Zech. 12:10 would present obvious problems-so they changed it. (Slick)
   Jesus is here debating the Pharisees stating equality with the Old Testament God, by referencing (KJV, Exodus 3:14) "I tell you the truth," Jesus answered, "Before Abraham was born, I am!" (KJV, John 8:58)
   And God said, "I will be with you. And this will be the sign to you that it is I who have sent you: When you have brought the people out of Egypt, you will worship God on this mountain." Moses said to God, "Suppose I go to the Israelites and say to them, 'The God of your fathers has sent me to you,' and they ask me, 'What is his name?' Then what shall I tell them?" God said to Moses, "I am who I am. This is what you are to say to the Israelites: 'I AM has sent me to you.' "God also said to Moses, "Say to the Israelites, 'The Lord, the God of your fathers the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac and the God of Jacob has sent me to you.' This is my name forever, the name by which I am to be remembered from generation to generation.                (KJV, Exodus 3:14)

   “Jesus was only a perfect man, not God in flesh.”                           (Reasoning from the Scriptures, 1985, pp. 306.)

   Jesus said, “I and the Father are one.” (KJV, John 10:30)

   Jude 1:4 “For certain men whose condemnation was written about long ago have secretly slipped in among you. They are godless men, who change the grace of our God into a license for immorality and deny Jesus Christ our only Sovereign and Lord.” (The Bible Gateway, New International Version)

   Jude 1:4 “My reason is that certain men have slipped in who have long ago been appointed by the Scriptures to this judgment, ungodly men, turning the undeserved kindness of our God into an excuse for loose conduct and proving false to our only Owner and Lord, Jesus Christ.” (Jehovah Witness’s New World Translation of the Holy Scriptures; The Watchtower)

   “Jesus Christ is the word, was always God from the beginning and was made flesh. In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was with God in the beginning.”
 (KJV, John 1:1-2)

   “The Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us. We have seen his glory, the glory of the One and Only, who came from the Father, full of grace and truth.” (KJV, John 1:14)
   “The Son is the radiance of God's glory and the exact representation of his being, sustaining all things by his powerful word.” (KJV, Hebrews 1:3)
   “For to which of the angels did God ever say, "You are my Son; today I have become your Father"? Or again, "I will be his Father, and he will be my Son"? And again, when God brings his firstborn into the world, he says, "Let all God's angels worship him." In speaking of the angels he says, "He makes his angels winds, his servants flames of fire." But about the Son he says, "Your throne, O God, will last for ever and ever, and righteousness will be the scepter of your kingdom.” (KJV, Hebrews 1:5-8) 

   For example, to which one of the angels did he ever say: “You are my son; I, today, I have become your father”? And again: “I myself shall become his father, and he himself will become my son”?  But when he again brings his Firstborn into the inhabited earth, he says: “And let all God’s angels do obeisance to him.” Also, with reference to the angels he says: “And he makes his angels spirits, and his public servants a flame of fire.”  But with reference to the Son: “God is your throne forever and ever. and [the] scepter of your kingdom is the scepter of uprightness. (Hebrews 1:5-8 Jehovah Witness’s New World Translation of the Holy Scriptures)
   The Jehovah Witnesses make many claims in their attempt to convert you to their faith. They profess to have the only true Christian Church, to be the only true representatives of God, to have the only correct biblical teaching, and to be the only true announcers of Jehovah's coming kingdom. If they are the only true church and are the only true voice of God's word, then what they say should prove to be true, especially in prophecy. When it comes to predicting the future, the Watchtower organization fails miserably. Following are some of the false predictions made over the years by the Watchtower Organization. (Slick)
   “This prophet was not one man, but was a body of men and women. It was the small group of footstep followers of Jesus Christ, known at that time as International Bible Students. Today they are known as Jehovah's Christian Witnesses...Of course, it is easy to say that this group acts as a ‘prophet' of God. It is another thing to prove it." (The Watchtower, 4/1/72 p. 197.)
   “Jehovah's Witnesses are identified as God's prophet to the nations for today” (Watchtower, 15 January 1959, pp. 40-41).

   "If what a prophet proclaims in the name of the Lord does not take place or come true, that is a message the Lord has not spoken. That prophet has spoken presumptuously. Do not be afraid of him." If someone makes a false prophecy, and they have claimed to be a prophet of God, then they are false prophets and are not to be listened to.” (KJV, Deut. 18:22)

   1897 "Our Lord, the appointed King, is now present, since October 1874," (Studies in the Scriptures, Vol. 4, page 621;)
   1899 “The ‘battle of the great day of God Almighty' (Revelation 16:14), which will end in A.D. 1914 with the complete overthrow of earth's present rulership, is already commenced." (The Time Is at Hand, page 101 1908 edition). 

   1914 “Jesus began his invisible rule over the earth in 1914.”                    (The Truth Shall Make You Free, p. 300.)

   1918 "Therefore we may confidently expect that 1925 will mark the return of Abraham, Isaac, Jacob and the faithful prophets of old, particularly those named by the Apostle in Hebrews 11, to the condition of human perfection." (Millions Now Living Will Never Die, page 89.) 


   1922 "The date 1925 is even more distinctly indicated by the Scriptures than 1914." (The Watchtower 9/1/22, page 262.)

   1925 "The year 1925 is here. With great expectation Christians have looked forward to this year. Many have confidently expected that all members of the body of Christ will be changed to heavenly glory during this year. This may be accomplished. It may not be.    A true prophet of God won't err in prophesying. Only a false prophet does. The Jehovah's Witness organization, that claims to be a prophet of God, is really a false prophet. (Slick)
   This is what the original King James Version has to say about false prophecies, and the hour that God will come again. Jesus warned us by saying, "For false Christs and false prophets will appear and perform great signs and miracles to deceive even the elect if that were possible" (KJV, Matt. 24:24)
   "No one knows about that day or hour, not even the angels in heaven, nor the Son, but only the Father.” (KJV, Matthew 24:36)

   “So you also must be ready, because the Son of Man will come at an hour when you do not expect him.” (KJV, Matthew 24:44)
   “There is only one eternal, almighty and perfect God. Within the being of this one true God exist three eternally distinct and coequal Persons: the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. These three Persons are the one true God.” (Hanegraff) Jesus is proclaiming to be the truth, and we see in (KJV, John 15) another counselor, The Holy Spirit is also called the spirit of truth. Jesus is asking the Father for the Holy Spirit to be give that is a perfect example of the Trinity. The Watchtower Bible and Tract Society denies that the Holy Spirit is alive, third person of the Trinity. 
   Jesus answered, "I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me. If you really knew me, you would know my Father as well. From now on, you do know him and have seen him." Philip said, "Lord, show us the Father and that will be enough for us." Jesus answered: "Don't you know me, Philip, even after I have been among you such a long time? Anyone who has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, 'Show us the Father'? Don't you believe that I am in the Father, and that the Father is in me? The words I say to you are not just my own. Rather, it is the Father, living in me, who is doing his work. Believe me when I say that I am in the Father and the Father is in me; or at least believe on the evidence of the miracles themselves.” (KJV, John 14:6-11)
   "If you love me, you will obey what I command. And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another Counselor to be with you forever— the Spirit of truth. The world cannot accept him, because it neither sees him nor knows him. But you know him, for he lives with you and will be in you. I will not leave you as orphans; I will come to you. Before long, the world will not see me anymore, but you will see me. Because I live, you also will live. On that day you will realize that I am in my Father, and you are in me, and I am in you.    “There is one God in one person.” (Make Sure of All Things, p 188.) 

   “There is no Trinity.” (Let God be True, p. 100-101; Make Sure of All Things, p.386.) 
   “Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age." (KJV, Matthew 28:19)
   After Jesus said this, he looked toward heaven and prayed: "Father, the time has come. Glorify your Son, that your Son may glorify you. For you granted him authority over all people that he might give eternal life to all those you have given him. Now this is eternal life: that they may know you, the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom you have sent. I have brought you glory on earth by completing the work you gave me to do. And now, Father, glorify me in your presence with the glory I had with you before the world began.” (KJV, John 17:1-5)

   “For the grace of God that brings salvation has appeared to all men. It teaches us to say "No" to ungodliness and worldly passions, and to live self-controlled, upright and godly lives in this present age, while we wait for the blessed hope—the glorious appearing of our great God and Savior, Jesus Christ, who gave himself for us to redeem us from all wickedness and to purify for himself a people that are his very own, eager to do what is good.” (KJV, Titus 2)
   There is no belief of hell according to the Jehovah Witness, but the Bible states quite the contrary. Jesus is very specific on salvation, hell, what happens to the body after death and where you will spend eternity. There are only two choices and God doesn’t ratify our choices we have free will. The first choice is to choose the Christ of the original Bible, and you will be saved to heaven, or forsake Christ don’t choose him and be separated from him for all eternity to hell. The soul just doesn’t cease to exist as the Watchtower states, and teaches, and there is punishment for the wicked, and those that deny our Lord. Although, we read in the Bible that hell is a place of torment, very hot, agonizing, and separated by a great chasm. Hell is also described as a lake of eternal fire reserved for the evil, unbelievers, and Anti-Christians to suffer eternal punishment, and condemnation forever. 
   “There is no hell of fire where the wicked are punished.”                                   (Let God be True, p. 79, 80.) 
   “The soul ceases to exist after death.”                                                        (Let God be True, p. 59, 60, 67.) 
   “The rich man also died and was buried. In hell, where he was in torment, he looked up and saw Abraham far away, with Lazarus by his side. So he called to him, 'Father Abraham, have pity on me and send Lazarus to dip the tip of his finger in water and cool my tongue, because I am in agony in this fire.' "But Abraham replied, 'Son, remember that in your lifetime you received your good things, while Lazarus received bad things, but now he is comforted here and you are in agony. And besides all this, between us and you a great chasm has been fixed, so that those who want to go from here to you cannot, nor can anyone cross over from there to us.”                        (KJV, Luke 16: 22-26)
   “Then death and Hades were thrown into the lake of fire. The lake of fire is the second death. If anyone's name was not found written in the book of life, he was thrown into the lake of fire.” (KJV, Rev 20:15)

"Then they will go away to eternal punishment, but the righteous to eternal life." (KJV, Matthew 25:45-46)
   “But I tell you that anyone who is angry with his brother will be subject to judgment. Again, anyone who says to his brother, 'Raca, is answerable to the Sanhedrin. But anyone who says, 'You fool!' will be in danger of the fire of hell.” (KJV, Matthew 5:22)
   "You snakes! You brood of vipers! How will you escape being condemned to hell?” (KJV, Matthew 23:33)
   “For if God did not spare angels when they sinned, but sent them to hell, putting them into gloomy dungeons to be held for judgment.”                      (KJV, 2 Peter 2:4)  
   Here are only a few examples of how the Jehovah Witnesses manipulate scripture. The first examples are from the Jehovah Witness’s New World Translation of the Holy Scriptures. The second examples are from the original orthodox King James Version of the Holy Scriptures. “The Jehovah's Witnesses change the word "me" to "the one" so that it says in their Bible, ".they will look upon the one whom they have pierced." Since the Jehovah's Witnesses deny that Jesus is God in flesh, then Zech. 12:10 would present obvious problems-so they changed it.” (Slick)
   Zech. 12:10 “And I will pour out upon the house of David and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem the spirit of favor and entreaties, and they will certainly look to the One whom they pierced through, and they will certainly wail over Him as in the wailing over an only [son]; and there will be a bitter lamentation over him as when there is bitter lamentation over the firstborn [son].” (Jehovah Witness’s New World Translation of the Holy Scriptures)

   Zech. 12:10 “And I will pour upon the house of David, and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the spirit of grace and of supplications: and they shall look upon me whom they have pierced, and they shall mourn for him, as one mourneth for his only son, and shall be in bitterness for him, as one that is in bitterness for his firstborn.” (The Bible Gateway, King James Version)

   The word "other" is inserted four times. It is not in the original Greek, nor is it implied. This is a section where Jesus is described as being the creator of all things. Since the Jehovah's Witness organization believes that Jesus is created, they have inserted the word "other" to show that Jesus was before all "other" things, implying that He is created. (Slick)
   Colossians 1:15-17 “He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation;  because by means of him all [other] things were created in the heavens and upon the earth, the things visible and the things invisible, no matter whether they are thrones or lordships or governments or authorities. All [other] things have been created through him and for him. Also, he is before all [other] things and by means of him all [other] things were made to exist.”(Jehovah Witness’s New World Translation of the Holy Scriptures)
   Colossians 1:15-17 “Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every creature: For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by him, and for him: And he is before all things, and by him all things consist.”              (The Bible Gateway, King James Version)

   This is a verse where God the Father is calling Jesus God: "But about the Son he says, Your throne, O God, will last for ever and ever, and righteousness will be the scepter of your kingdom.'" Since the Jehovah's Witnesses don't agree with that they have changed the Bible, yet again, to agree with their theology. They have translated the verse as "...God is your throne..." The problem with the Jehovah's Witness translation is that this verse is a quote from (Psalm 45:6) which, from the Hebrew, can only be translated as "...Your throne, O God, will last for ever and ever; a scepter of justice will be the scepter of your kingdom." To justify their New Testament translation they actually changed the Old Testament verse to agree with their theology, too!

   John 5:29 “And come out, those who did good things to a resurrection of life, those who practiced vile things to a resurrection of judgment.” (Jehovah Witness’s New World Translation of the Holy Scriptures; The Watchtower)

   John 5:29 “And come out—those who have done good will rise to live, and those who have done evil will rise to be condemned.”                               (The Bible Gateway, King James Version)
   Matthew 2:2 Saying: “Where is the one born king of the Jews? For we saw his star [when we were] in the east, and we have come to do him obeisance.” (Jehovah Witness’s New World Translation of the Holy Scriptures)

   Matthew 2:2 Saying: “Where is he that is born King of the Jews? For we have seen his star in the east, and are come to worship him.”                     (The Bible Gateway, King James Version)

   According to the Dictionary worship means: The reverent love and devotion accorded a deity, an idol, or a sacred object. The ceremonies, prayers, or other religious forms by which this love is expressed. Ardent devotion; adoration. (The free Dictionary)
   According to the Dictionary obeisance means: A gesture or movement of the body, such as a curtsy, that expresses deference or homage, or an attitude of deference or homage. (The free Dictionary)
   Here is a Watchtower account that states that the Bible is not a true sealed account of God’s divine word. Jehovah Witnesses and the Watchtower believe they are the only channel of God’s truth. Their church is the self-proclaimed prophet of God, and according to them they are the only route in which you are to be saved. Most importantly commentary from the founder of the Jehovah Witness movement Charles Taze Russell stating that reading the Bible alone is not sufficient unless you use the Watchtower studies.

   “Only this organization functions for Jehovah's purpose and to his praise. To it alone God's Sacred Word, the Bible, is not a sealed book.”               (The Watchtower; July 1, 1973, pp. 402.) 
   “They claim to be the only channel of God's truth.”                                     (The Watchtower, Feb. 15, 1981, p. 19.) 

   “Only their church members will be saved.”                                              (The Watchtower, Feb, 15, 1979, p. 30.) 

   Charles Taze Russell the founder of the Jehovah Witness movement stating that unless you use the Watchtower studies you will never understand scripture. “Not only do we find that people cannot see the divine plan in studying the Bible by itself, but we see, also, that if anyone lays the Scripture Studies aside, even after he has used them, after he has became familiar with them, after he has read them for ten years - if he then lays them aside and ignores them and goes to the Bible alone, though he has understood his Bible for ten years, our experience shows that within two years he goes into darkness. On the other hand, if he had merely read the Scripture Studies with their references and had not read a page of the Bible as such, he would be in the light at the end of two years, because he would have the light of Scriptures.” (Charles Taze Russell, the Watchtower, September 15, 1910, Neubauer)
   Although, contrary to Russell’s opinion the validity of scripture was supported in 1947 by the discovery of the Dead Sea Scrolls. Shepherds along the Dead Sea accidentally stumbled into a cave and found ancient scrolls carbon dated to the time of Jesus. These were called the Dead Sea Scrolls, and they contained the books of the Old Testament Bible, and specifically the Book of Isaiah, word for word! Two thousand year old scrolls matched identically to the Bible on the shelves at your local bookstore. It is plausible to state that the Old Testament Bible is in fact intact, without error, and proven to be accurate; then anything that opposes it should be considered false like the New World Translation of the Holy Scriptures by the Jehovah Witnesses.
   “I am astonished that you are so quickly deserting the one who called you by the grace of Christ and are turning to a different gospel which is really no gospel at all. Evidently some people are throwing you into confusion and are trying to pervert the gospel of Christ. But even if we or an angel from heaven should preach a gospel other than the one we preached to you, let him be eternally condemned!
