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   Jesus Christ has fulfilled hundreds of Old Testament prophecies, some that were written a thousand years before he was born. This evidence further supports the claim that he is God, because if he wasn’t God then would he be able to fulfill prophecies? Although, there are hundreds of prophecies, I only chose to show these few examples. Old Testament Prophecies are in Red, New Testament Prophecies that fulfill the Old Testament Prophecies are in Blue.
   Approximate dates of when the Old Testament Books of the Bible were written: Isaiah 740-680 B.C, Micah 700 B.C, Genesis? -1445 B.C, Hosea 710 B.C, Psalms 1000 B.C? Zechariah 520-518 B.C, Deuteronomy 1405 B.C.  
   Approximate dates of when the New Testament Books of the Bible were written: Matthew 60’s A.D, Revelation late 80’s- early 90’s A.D, John late 80’s- early 90’s A.D, (Some other scholars date John’s books before 70 A.D, it’s a debatable topic) Colossians 60’s A.D, Romans 55 A.D, Mark late 50’s- early 60’s A.D, Luke 60 A.D, Galatians 49 A.D, 1 Corinthians 54 A.D.
He would be born of a virgin
   “Therefore the Lord himself will give you a sign: The virgin will be with child and will give birth to a son, and will call him Immanuel.” (Isaiah 7:14) 

   “This is how the birth of Jesus Christ came about: His mother Mary was pledged to be married to Joseph, but before they came together, she was found to be with child through the Holy Spirit. Because Joseph her husband was a righteous man and did not want to expose her to public disgrace, he had in mind to divorce her quietly. 

   “But after he had considered this, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream and said, "Joseph son of David, do not be afraid to take Mary home as your wife, because what is conceived in her is from the Holy Spirit. She will give birth to a son, and you are to give him the name Jesus, because he will save his people from their sins." 

    All this took place to fulfill what the Lord had said through the prophet: "The virgin will be with child and will give birth to a son, and they will call him Immanuel" which means, "God with us." (Matthew 1:18-23, Rose-4)
He would be born in Bethlehem
   "But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, though you are small among the clans of Judah, out of you will come for me one who will be ruler over Israel, whose origins are from of old, from ancient times." (Micah 5:2)

  “After Jesus was born in Bethlehem in Judea, during the time of King Herod, Magi from the east came to Jerusalem and asked, "Where is the one who has been born king of the Jews? We saw his star in the east and have come to worship him." (Matthew 2:1-6, Rose-4)  
Be of the Tribe of Judah, in the line on King David
   "Judah, your brothers will praise you; your hand will be on the neck of your enemies; your father's sons will bow down to you.  You are a lion's cub, O Judah; you return from the prey, my son. Like a lion he crouches and lies down, like a lioness—who dares to rouse him? The scepter will not depart from Judah, nor the ruler's staff from between his feet, until he comes to whom it belongs and the obedience of the nations is his.”                     (Genesis 49:8-10) 

   “Of the increase of his government and peace there will be no end. He will reign on David's throne and over his kingdom.” (Isaiah 9:7)

   Then one of the elders said to me, "Do not weep! See, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, has triumphed. He is able to open the scroll and its seven seals." (Revelation 5:5, Rose-4)
Have eternal existence

   "But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, though you are small among the clans of Judah, out of you will come for me one who will be ruler over Israel, whose origins are from of old, from ancient times.” (Micah 5:2)
   "I tell you the truth," Jesus answered, "Before Abraham was born, I am!" (John 8:58) 

   “He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation. For by him all things were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or authorities; all things were created by him and for him. He is before all things, and in him all things hold together. And he is the head of the body, the church; he is the beginning and the firstborn from among the dead, so that in everything he might have the supremacy. For God was pleased to have all his fullness dwell in him, and through him to reconcile to himself all things, whether things on earth or things in heaven, by making peace through his blood, shed on the cross.”                                  (Colossians 1:15-20, Rose-4)

Be called out of Egypt

   "When Israel was a child, I loved him, and out of Egypt I called my son.” (Hosea 11:1)

   When they had gone, an angel of the Lord appeared to Joseph in a dream. "Get up," he said, "take the child and his mother and escape to Egypt. Stay there until I tell you, for Herod is going to search for the child to kill him." So he got up, took the child and his mother during the night and left for Egypt, where he stayed until the death of Herod. And so was fulfilled what the Lord had said through the prophet: "Out of Egypt I called my son." (Matthew 2:13-15, Rose-4)
Rulers take council against him

  “Why do the nations conspire and the peoples plot in vain?  The kings of the earth take their stand and the rulers gather together against the Lord and against his Anointed One.” (Psalm 2:1)
   “But the Pharisees went out and plotted how they might kill Jesus.” (Matthew 12:14)

   “Then the chief priests and the elders of the people assembled in the palace of the high priest, whose name was Caiaphas, and they plotted to arrest Jesus in some sly way and kill him.” (Matthew 26:3, 4, Rose-4)
Call those who were not his people

   “See, I have made him a witness to the peoples, a leader and commander of the peoples. Surely you will summon nations you know not, and nations that do not know you will hasten to you, because of the LORD your God, the Holy One of Israel, for he has endowed you with splendor." (Isaiah 55:4, 5)
   “What if he did this to make the riches of his glory known to the objects of his mercy, whom he prepared in advance for glory even us, whom he also called, not only from the Jews but also from the Gentiles?”                    (Romans 9:23, Rose-4)

The King comes to Jerusalem riding on a donkey

  “Rejoice greatly, O Daughter of Zion! Shout, Daughter of Jerusalem! See, your king comes to you, righteous and having salvation, gentle and riding on a donkey, on a colt, the foal of a donkey.”(Zechariah 9:9)

   “When they brought the colt to Jesus and threw their cloaks over it, he sat on it.” (Mark 11:7, Rose-4)

Upon his coming the deaf hear, the blind see

   “In that day the deaf will hear the words of the scroll, and out of gloom and darkness the eyes of the blind will see.” (Isaiah 29:18)

   When the men came to Jesus, they said, "John the Baptist sent us to you to ask, 'Are you the one who was to come, or should we expect someone else?' "At that very time Jesus cured many who had diseases, sicknesses and evil spirits, and gave sight to many who were blind. So he replied to the messengers, "Go back and report to John what you have seen and heard: The blind receive sight, the lame walk, those who have leprosy are cured, the deaf hear, the dead are raised, and the good news is preached to the poor. Blessed is the man who does not fall away on account of me."                    (Luke 7:20-23, Rose-4)

Be Passover sacrifice with no bone broken

   “He protects all his bones, not one of them will be broken.” (Psalm 34:20)

   “Now it was the day of Preparation, and the next day was to be a special Sabbath. Because the Jews did not want the bodies left on the crosses during the Sabbath, they asked Pilate to have the legs broken and the bodies taken down. The soldiers therefore came and broke the legs of the first man who had been crucified with Jesus, and then those of the other. But when they came to Jesus and found that he was already dead, they did not break his legs.” (John 19:31-33, Rose-4) 

Be hung upon a tree as a curse
   “You must not leave his body on the tree overnight. Be sure to bury him that same day, because anyone who is hung on a tree is under God's curse.” (Deuteronomy 21:23)

   Christ redeemed us from the curse of the law by becoming a curse for us, for it is written: "Cursed is everyone who is hung on a tree.”                       (Galatians 3:13, Rose-4)

Have hands and feet pierced

   “Dogs have surrounded me; a band of evil men has encircled me, they have pierced my hands and my feet.” (Psalm 22:16)

   "And I will pour out on the house of David and the inhabitants of Jerusalem a spirit of grace and supplication. They will look on me, the one they have pierced, and they will mourn for him as one mourns for an only child, and grieve bitterly for him as one grieves for a firstborn son.” (Zechariah 12:10)

   “Finally Pilate handed him over to them to be crucified. So the soldiers took charge of Jesus. Carrying his own cross, he went out to the place of the Skull (which in Aramaic is called Golgotha). Here they crucified him, and with him two others—one on each side and Jesus in the middle.”                            (John 19:16-18, Rose -4)
The 30 pieces of silver buy the potter’s field

   I told them, "If you think it best, give me my pay; but if not, keep it." So they paid me thirty pieces of silver. And the LORD said to me, "Throw it to the potter"-the handsome price at which they priced me! So I took the thirty pieces of silver and threw them into the house of the LORD to the potter. (Zechariah 11:12, 13)
   “When Judas, who had betrayed him, saw that Jesus was condemned, he was seized with remorse and returned the thirty silver coins to the chief priests and the elders. "I have sinned," he said, "for I have betrayed innocent blood." "What is that to us?" they replied. "That's your responsibility." So Judas threw the money into the temple and left. Then he went away and hanged himself. The chief priests picked up the coins and said, "It is against the law to put this into the treasury, since it is blood money." So they decided to use the money to buy the potter's field as a burial place for foreigners. That is why it has been called the Field of Blood to this day. Then what was spoken by Jeremiah the prophet was fulfilled: "They took the thirty silver coins, the price set on him by the people of Israel, and they used them to buy the potter's field, as the Lord commanded me."                              (Matthew 27: 3-10, Rose-4)

Ascend on high

   “When you ascended on high” (Psalm 68:18)

   “While he was blessing them, he left them and was taken up into heaven.”                  (Luke 24:51, Rose-4)

Be raised from the dead
   “I have set the LORD always before me. Because he is at my right hand, I will not be shaken.” (Psalm 16:8)

   “He is not here; he has risen! Remember how he told you, while he was still with you in Galilee: 'The Son of Man must be delivered into the hands of sinful men, be crucified and on the third day be raised again.' "Then they remembered his words.” (Luke 24:6, Rose-4)

Conquer death through his resurrection

   “For great is your love toward me; you have delivered me from the depths of the grave.” (Psalm 86:13)

   “For what I received I passed on to you as of first importance: that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, that he was buried, that he was raised on the third day according to the Scriptures.”                                           (1 Corinthians 15:3, Rose-4)

   “Now as Jesus was going up to Jerusalem, he took the twelve disciples aside and said to them, "We are going up to Jerusalem, and the Son of Man will be betrayed to the chief priests and the teachers of the law. They will condemn him to death and will turn him over to the Gentiles to be mocked and flogged and crucified. On the third day he will be raised to life!"              (Matthew 20:17-19)

   “When they came together in Galilee, he said to them, "The Son of Man is going to be betrayed into the hands of men. They will kill him, and on the third day he will be raised to life." And the disciples were filled with grief.” (Matthew 17:22)

   “The chief priests and the whole Sanhedrin were looking for false evidence against Jesus so that they could put him to death. But they did not find any, though many false witnesses came forward. Finally two came forward and declared, "This fellow said, 'I am able to destroy the temple of God and rebuild it in three days."(Matthew 26:59-61)

   Then the Jews demanded of him, "What miraculous sign can you show us to prove your authority to do all this?" Jesus answered them, "Destroy this temple, and I will raise it again in three days." The Jews replied, "It has taken forty-six years to build this temple, and you are going to raise it in three days?" But the temple he had spoken of was his body. After he was raised from the dead, his disciples recalled what he had said. Then they believed the Scripture and the words that Jesus had spoken. (John 2:18-22) 

   He said to them, "This is what I told you while I was still with you: Everything must be fulfilled that is written about me in the Law of Moses, the Prophets and the Psalms."  (Luke 24:44)
   In Conclusion, Jesus fulfilled many ancient prophecies. More than one hundred prophecies found in the Old Testament were fulfilled in Jesus Christ. Statistician Peter Stoner reports that the probability of just eight of these prophecies about one person being fulfilled by chance is 1 in 100,000,000,000,000,000. For example, consider the chances of one person from the line of King David, being born in Bethlehem. Later, this same person has to enter Jerusalem on a donkey, be betrayed by a friend for 30 pieces of silver, be crucified, be buried in a rich man’s tomb, and rise from the dead. Out of all the prophecies fulfilled by Jesus, more than fifty were fulfilled by his death and resurrection. (Rose-2)
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
